Subject : Inviting online applications from persons willing to work as Experts for

their  inclusion  in  the   expert  panel  of   Maharashtra  Public  Service

Commission.

Maharashtra  Public  Service  Commission  (MPSC)  conducts  competitive

examinations, limited departmental examinations, screening tests etc. to  select suitable

and  eligible  Candidates.  The  Commission  requires  the  services  of  external  sources/

expert  persons  for  framing  of  syllabus,  for  examination  related work and Interviews.

Applications  from  persons  willing  to  work  as  experts  were  used  to  be  taken  by

Commission  in an off-line mode.  In view of the need to update the expert panel and its

procedure, the Commission has now decided to invite applications from experts willing

to work for Commission  in online mode only.  The experts are entitled for honorarium

at the rates prescribed by the Commission in addition to  travelling and daily allowance

as admissible and prescribed by the State Government.

2. The  nature  of  work  involved  is  extremely  confidential  and  sensitive.  The

Commission hereby invites  applications from working and retired officers of All India

Services, self employed persons and persons from the academic cadre and administrative

service  employed/working  under  Central  Government/  State  Government/  Aided

Educational Institutions/ Universities/ Deemed Universities/ Aided and Unaided Private

Educational  Institutions/Central  and  State  Government  Undertakings  who  possess

special  knowledge and expertise  in  any subject  of  all  faculties.  They should  possess

impeccable integrity and should have dedication towards the work of Commission. The

maximum age limit for the  experts willing to apply will be  70 years.

3. The Experts who are already empanelled with the Commission are also requested

to update their educational qualification, Experience, Age and residential address and

contact details through the online portal.



4.    Procedure for submitting Application through  Online Portal 
     The applications  are required to be submitted online through “Advisor Portal ”
available  on Commissions Website  https://mpsc.gov.in.  The step wise procedure for
submitting  the application is as follows:-

4.1 Log in the Portal through your Mobile Number and One time Password (OTP).

4.2   After Logging in, the Experts are required to fill in their details as asked and
prompted by the portal.

  
4.2.1  Personal Details :-

Provide  fill  accurately  details  such  as   personal  information,  Contact
details, Educational qualification and experience etc.

4.2.2  Contact Details :-
The residential  address  shall  be  entered  accurately and updated  from

time  to  time  in   order  to  ease  the  process  of  correspondence  between the
Commission and expert.

4.2.3   Educational Qualification:-
The  Education  qualifications  beginning  from  Diploma  /Degree/  Post

Graduate / Ph.D shall be entered in sequential manner.

4.2.4  Experience :-
Experience  shall  be  entered  in  sequential  order  beginning  from First

employment  with   details  such  as  designation,  name  and  address  of  the
institution , Period etc. 

4.2.5 Photo and Signature :-
The  Expert  shall  upload  his  latest  Photo  and  upload  his  scanned

signature in the space provided  in the application on the Portal.

4.3 After confirming that the information provided is correct, the information shall
be submitted  by clicking on the “ submit ”  Tab.

4.3.1  Once the application is  submitted as above, a certificate will become
available on the portal.  The expert may click on the print-option and take a
print out of his application.

4.3.1.1 The certificate shall be filled in by the expert and it shall be attested
by  the  Head  of  the  Institution/authorised  Competent  Authority
alongwith  Seal  of  the  Institution.   The  said  application  shall  be
scanned and saved in the computer.  Thereafter, by clicking on the
“  upload application” tab the saved soft copy of the application
shall be selected by browsing and submitted by clicking on the “
submit ” tab.  Thereafter, the application will get submitted to the
Commission.

4.3.1.2 The self employed persons are not required to fill and submit the  



certificate. Therefore, above certificate will not become available
to them.  They are not required to take a print out and upload it.
Their applications will get submitted after clicking on the “submit
” tab.  

5. All are requested to take note that applications submitted through offline mode
will not be considerd and taken into account by the Commission.
