Possess any qualification mentioned in parts A, A-1, B or C in the Schedule to the Maharashtra Medical 
Practitioners Act, 1961 (Mah. XXVIII of 1961) or an equivalent qualification specified by the Central 
Council of Indian Medicine, New Delhi, from time to time, under the Indian Medicine Central Council 
Act, 1970 (48 of 1970) and possess post-graduate qualification in Ayurved obtained from an Ayurvedic 
institution or college recognised by Government or a Statutory University;  

Possess minimum ten years experience of teaching in any Ayurvedic College, gained after acquiring the qualification 
mentioned in 9.1 above, out of which five years experience shall be in the teaching of post-graduate students in the 
capacity of a Professor in an Ayurvedic subject;

Have adequate knowledge of Marathi, Hindi and Sanskrit language; 

A person selected to the post shall have to get his name registered in the register maintained under the Maharashtra Act or under 
the Central Act, as the case may be, before joining the post unless he has already been so registered.
